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Abstract: Andrew Wheeler was born in New York city in 1835. He began his career in
journalism with the New York Times in 1857 before he went west. He worked as a correspondent
and editor with the Milwaukee Sentinel and authored the “Chronicles of Milwaukee” before
leaving to work as a war correspondence during the Civil War. He worked for a short time in
Chicago before returning to New York where he worked with several newspapers and gained a

measure of fame as a drama critic. He passed away in 1903.

John G. Gregory concerning Wheeler’s time in Milwaukee.
