Abstract: The Social Mirror was founded by Mark Forest in May 1895 in partnership with Fred 

P. Tibbets and lasted until January 1897. It was an illustrated monthly journal. It was absorbed 

by Yenowines Illustrated News in November 1895, and became the Illustrated News in January 

1897, until November 1897. Thereafter it became Events, until December 15, 1897.  

 

Scope and Content: The collection consists of an undated issue, one from June 1895, two from 

July 1895, one from August 1895, one from September 1895, and four loose pages of The Social 

Mirror.
